In 2010, she co-authored the
book Second Blooming for Women:
Growing a Life that Matters after Fifty, with
Dr. Betsy Smith. In 2015, she published her
book Women’s Wisdom. Pass It On! which
has received several awards.

Kathleen always makes time to
volunteer. She has a strong commitment to
service. For example, she served on the
boards of the Big Brothers Big Sisters (6
years) and Council on Aging of West Florida
(10+ years) and was Chair in 2019 and 2020.
She was honored by Sue Straughn on
WSRE'’s “Angels in Our Midst” July 13,
2020 “as a woman who uses her quiet voice
to help build bridges in the community.”

She has a bachelor’s in education from the
University of Michigan, a master’s degree in
Management from the Navy Postgraduate
School, and a master’s degree in Marriage
and Family Therapy from the U.S.
International University in San Diego.

She will invite us to participate in
answering such questions as: What is
wisdom? What wisdom have you gained over
the years? What wisdom would you share
witJh your 20-year-old self? And, she will
describe the practical steps involved in
actively continuing to grow yours.
